Never make the assumption that just be-
cause you have contacted someone to do 
something for you, does not mean it was 
actually done.  Check back later and con-
firm the task was completed and sent to 
the appropriate individual.   

I received a call today from a senior who 
needed a letter of recommendation/
reference.  He needed several and offered 
to make copies of it.  I replied you always 
want to get several originals from whoever 
is writing the reference.  This shows they 
were professional and have high regard  
for the student who needed the reference.  
Another tip along those lines is, when re-
questing a letter from an individual pre-
pare a summary of your accomplishments, 
strengths,  

community involvement, and work his-
tory.  Provide any information which will 
help the individual learn more about you 
and write an enhanced more detailed 
recommendation/reference.   
In relation to extracurricular activities, 

quality is better than quantity. Do not 

flood your application with tons of activi-

ties.  Pick a few activities early in your 

high school career and stick with them.  

Do volunteer work, in your area of inter-

est, particularly those that can demon-

strate that you are contributing to your 

community.  Holding a job can also be of 

interest to a college, particularly one that 

adds to your area of expertise or interest.  

Colleges will be interested in what you do 

when you are not in school. Please con-

Earth Day is one of two obser-
vances, both held annually during 
spring in the northern hemisphere, 
and autumn in the southern hemi-
sphere.

A second Earth Day, which 
was founded by U.S. Senator Gay-
lord Nelson as an environmental 
teach-in in 1970, is celebrated in 
many countries each year on April 
22.      
 
 Make these charming herb pots and 
watch them grow all summer long! 
This project not only recycles, it cre-
ates new life. Your child can watch 
her plants grow for months to come 
and be proud that she created the 
container that holds them.  

What you'll need: 

Empty aluminum can  
Screwdriver  
Liquitex Basics Gesso  
Acrylic craft  
Acrylic sealer spray, matte finish  
Craft or popsicle stick  
Thin cardboard  
Pinking shears  
Black Sharpie marker  
5-10 small rocks, stones or pebbles  
1.5 cups Potting soil  
4-inch potted herb plant  
White craft glue  
Water  

_____________________________ 

How to make it: 

1. Wash and dry aluminum can.  
2. Turn can upside down. Parent 

should use screwdriver or pointed 
object to poke holes in the bottom 
of the can. 

3. Paint outside of can with one coat of 
Gesso. Let dry completely.  

4. Decorate however you like.  
 

5. Spray the outside of the completed can with acrylic 
sealer spray. Let dry.  

6. Place enough rocks or pebbles in the bottom of the 
can to form a single layer.  

7. Add enough potting soil to fill the can 2/3 full.  
8. Remove potted herb from its container and trans-

plant into the can.  
9. Fill edges with remaining potting soil, gently pat 

down so that plant is firmly in the can but not

10. Place can on a plate (to catch any water drainage) 
and add some water to the newly planted herbs.  

11. Paint craft stick . Allow to dry.  
12. Cut a piece of thin cardboard into a small rectan-

13. Paint both side of the cardboard with Gesso, let 
dry.  

14. Glue the rectangle to the top of the craft stick.  
15. Use a black Sharpie marker to write the herb 

name onto the rectangle.  
16. Insert your plant marker into the soil, being care-

ful not to crush any roots along the way.  
17. Place your new garden in a sunny window and 

remember to water them!  
18. Eat these herbs! Your kids will light up when they 

get to pinch off a basil leaf to add to your spaghetti 

sauce.
