Earth Day                                                           
is one of two observances, both held an-

nually during spring in the northern 
hemisphere, and autumn in the southern 
hemisphere. These are intended to inspire 

awareness of and appreciation for the 
Earth's environment.  

Make these charming herb pots and 
watch them grow all sum-
mer long! This project 
not only recycles, it cre-
ates new life. Your child 
can watch her plants 
grow for months to come 
and be proud that she 
created the container that holds them.  

What you'll need: 

Empty aluminum can  
Screwdriver  
Liquitex Basics Gesso  
Acrylic craft  
Acrylic sealer spray, matte finish  
Craft or popsicle stick  
Thin cardboard  

Pinking shears  
Black Sharpie marker  
5-10 small rocks, stones or pebbles  
1.5 cups Potting soil  
4-inch potted herb plant  
White craft glue  
Water  

How to make it: 

1. Wash and dry aluminum can.  
2. Turn can upside down. Parent 

should use screwdriver or pointed 
object to poke holes in the bottom 
of the can. 

3. Paint outside of can with one coat 
of Gesso. Let dry completely.  

4. Decorate however you like.  
5. Spray the outside of the completed 

can with acrylic sealer spray. Let dry.  
6. Place enough rocks or pebbles in the 

bottom of the can to form a single 
layer.  

7. Add enough potting soil to fill the 
can 2/3 full.  

8. Remove potted herb from its con-
tainer and transplant into the can.  

9. Fill edges with remaining potting 

soil, gently pat down so that plant is 
firmly in the can but not compacted 
so much that itõs too tight.  

10. Place can on a plate (to catch any 
water drainage) and add some water 
to the newly planted herbs.  

11. Paint craft stick . Allow to dry.  
12. Cut a piece of thin cardboard into a 
small rectangle (about 1.5 x 3ó ) using 
pinking shears.  

13. Paint both side of the cardboard 
with Gesso, let dry.  

14. Glue the rectangle to the top of the 
craft stick.  

15. Use a black Sharpie marker to write 
the herb name onto the rectangle.  

16. Insert your plant marker into the 
soil, being careful not to crush any 
roots along the way.  

17. Place your new garden in a sunny 
window and remember to water 
them!  

18. Eat these herbs! Your kids will light 
up when they get to pinch off a basil 
leaf to add to your spaghetti sauce.
