Often times we find ourselves 

making repeated requests to our 

children, only to have them ignore 

us. Often this is a bad habit for 

both parents and children.  

Training kids to listen is not brain 

surgery. Itôs not complicated. Chil-

dren can be retrained to listen by 

first retraining ourselves to do the 

following:  With summer vacation 

right around the corner, this is a 

perfect opportunity to concentrate 

on our parenting skills! 

 

Make a commitment to never 

repeat yourself. Kids uncon-

sciously learn how many times 

each parent will repeat a request 

before taking action. You can give 

your child(ren) the gift of knowing 

you will only say something once.  

Be prepared to act. Be dedicated to 

making your childôs life somewhat 

uncomfortable each time he fails to 

listen the first time you say some-

thing. This means as soon as the 

child disobeys the parent goes to 

him/her, takes him/her back to the 

task that the parent was doing, and 

makes him/her stay with her saying, 

ˈHow sad you chose not to listen. 

Now you can stay with me. 

 

Never accept, "But I didnôt hear 

you" as an excuse. When con-

fronted with this excuse, you should 

respond with, "How sad you de-

cided not to be listening. Maybe 

your ears will get better." It is im-

portant to say this without sarcasm 

and follow through with the conse-

quences of not listening.  

Be prepared for the child(ren) 

to have a fit about not getting 

his/her way. Even though this 

will be uncomfortable, other 

adults around you will secretly 

applaud your courage and willing-

ness to put forth the efforts to 

raise a well-behaved child.

For most, Memorial Day signifies the beginning 

of summer, BBQs and family trips. But, itõs also 

an opportunity for remembrance of those who 

have served our country during times of war 

and of peace.  

General John Logan, is the one who officially 

announced that May 30, 1868 would be the day 

for observing men who have sacrificed them-

selves during the Civil War. It was originally 

called Decoration Day because groups of 

women in both the North and the South visited 

gravesites. In the following years,  the day of 

remembrance was moved to the last Monday of 

each May and renamed Memorial Day and is 

extended to honor anyone who fought and died 

for our country in any war. There are many 

things you and your family can do to remember 

the true meaning of Memorial Day! Visit the 

gravesites of those who have died in a war. At-

tend a Memorial Day parade or memorial mu-

seum.  Place a flag outside your home . Or, be-

gin a new family tradition and plant poppies in 

remembrance of the soldiers.  Why poppies, you 

ask? 

The poppy, by nature, is a wildflower.  Its seed 

will lie stagnant in the ground until it is dis-

turbed.  During times of war, soldiers would 

inadvertently churn ground as they marched 

through fields.  The result was a beautiful and 

overabundant growth of poppy flowers found 

to flourish in conditions where most other flow-

ers would die.  Also during war, poppies were 

often used by physicians in administering mor-

phine to soldiers in pain as it produces a by-

product opium pain reliever. 

In 1915, Moina Michael penned a poem honor-

ing the fallen soldiers remembered on Memorial 

Day.  She is credited with the idea of wearing 

poppies on Memorial Day, a tradition we see 

today as veteranõs sell miniature poppy flowers 

across the country. Below is info on growing 

poppies in your garden! 

Poppies grow 12 to 24ó in height with an-

nual blooms 65-90 days in length 

Poppies prefer full sun to partial shade 

Poppies will grow in moist soil but prefer 

well drained and slightly drier climates 

Keep weeds down with mulching and wa-

ter only during extended dry periods 

Studying about Memorial Day helps meet the 

following 3rd and 5th grade Social Studies Con-

tent Standards:

Students, who are discussing Student 
Learning Plans and planning for col-
lege, may want to consider a couple 
of items. Here is a possible course of 
action, sort of like a Career Explora-

tion Road Map.  

1..Self assessment  

2..Exploration (Broad)  

3..Research (Depth)  

4..Informational Interview  

5..Get experience  

6..Obtain needed education 
and training  

In the self-assessment phase you will 
want to clarify things which you prefer 
to do. When you are scheduling a plan 
of study it would be beneficial to ex-
plore the skills you are interested in, 
people are generally happier if they are 
in careers that utilize the skills and per-
sonality traits that they enjoy. In the e-
CIS program which I-DEA offers to 

students you will find a category labeled 
SKILLS. Here you can rate different 
skills and personality traits. After the 
computer compiles the areas which you 
are good at and like the program will then 
list all of the areas of study which utilize 
the skills which you chose.  

Exploration begins when you investigate 
and research the avenues 
which you are interested in. If 
you want to investigate further 
the e-CIS program will allow 
you to see job descriptions, 
how many people work in this 
field and view recorded inter-

views of people who work in those par-
ticular fields. In addition, you can re-
search if there is specialized training and 
the range of education and training re-
quired in your interest area.   

The program will also show you which 
colleges offer the training programs and 
the timeline to earn that particular degree.  
I-DEA offers a work study class for 

credit which you may take advantage 
of and work in an area that you have 
researched and are interested in, this 
work experience may assist you in 
determining if you enjoy working in a 
particular field and utilizing your 
skills and abilities which you rated on 
the SKILLS inventory. 

This is a very brief overview of some 
things to consider when choosing 
your classes and course of study. The 
e-CIS program has many, many tools 
within the program. I would be 
happy at any time to discuss the dif-
ferent features, and explore with you.
