Achievement  Standardized Tests
(ISAT) is given to our students. In the
past, all 3 — 10 grade students took
the ISATs each fall. This year, the
State Board of Education ruled that all
10" grade students and any 11th and
12th grade students, who have not
passed the ISATs, will take the fall
ISAT. All other students in grades 3"
8th and 10" will be taking the ISATs in
the spring of '09.

Fire Safety at Home

Did you know that on average, you
have less than six minutes to escape in the
event of a home fire? Do you know what
the leading causes of home fires are? Oc-
tober is Fire Safety Month, and there is no
better time to talk with your children
about preventing fires and staying safe
should a fire occur in your home.

In the case of a fire, the United States Fire
Administration recommends that you do
the following:

e Teach your family to stop, drop to the
ground, and roll if their clothes catch fire.

e Stay Low and Go! Smoke is very dan-
gerous. Since smoke and heat rise during a
fire, there is cleaner, cooler, and safer air
near the floor.

Here is some information for high
school students who are interested in
taking the PSAT.

The PSAT is a practice test which
prepares students for taking college
admissions tests. There are also two
more tests which students can take
for the college admission process.
The SAT and ACT, will be addressed
in the next newsletter.

Students who are in the 10" grade
should consider taking the PSAT for a
practice run prior to taking it in 11%
grade. The scores which students
earn as 11" grade students, if high
enough, could qualify them to re-
ceive the National Merit Scholarship.
This scholarship can be up to $
2500.00. That is why it is a good idea
to practice taking the test in 10"
grade.
