
I   recently had the chance to 

spend some time at another 

charter school observing how they 

implemented their  educational 

philosophy, what they did to reach 

struggling  students, and what   

opportunities they offered to   

students who academically        

excelled. I found that they used 

innovative ways to accomplish each 
task they had before them. This 

caused me to reflect on what   
I-DEA does to meet the needs of 

these same students. One thing that    

I-DEA does differently than any 

other school is offer a wide       

variety of choices in their studentsõ 

education. I would like to talk 

about some of the resources    

available to families in I-DEA. 
     Through our partnership with 

Idaho Digital Learning Academy 

(IDLA), we are able to offer a 

wider variety of classes to our     

7th-12th grade students. These 
courses are certainly not for    

everyone, but they do give I-DEA 

students an opportunity to take 

advantage of online courses that 

students in many states do not have 

access to, such as Mandarin       

Chinese,  Military History of the 

Civil War, and Astronomy. 
     About a year ago, I-DEA    

teachers set out to write a series of 

Suggested Portfolio Activities for 

each core class in K-8th grade. As 

the name implies, parents who 

choose to have their children   

complete these activities have great    

fodder for their portfolios. 
Parents who wish to use these 

activities should simply ask their 

contact teachers for them. These 

standards-based activities give  

parents a great resource that could 

not only save them a  significant 

amount of  preparation time, but 

also provide high quality              

assignments that they can give to 

their children. 
     Dual Credit courses are      

available to eligible 11th and 12th 

grade students. These courses  

allow  students to earn college 

credits while simultaneously earning 

high school credit. This year, we      

already have students enrolled in         

over 100 dual credit 

courses. The 

amount of money 

that a family can 

save on college expenses by taking  

advantage of these courses is    

phenomenal, in  addition to  giving 

students the opportunity to get a 

òjump startó on college. For more 

information on Dual Credit 
courses, contact Secondary       

Principal Deb Pence. 
     The resources and                 

opportunities mentioned above are 

only a few that I-DEA has made 

available to students. Just ask your 

contact teacher to find out about 

other resources, including online 

programs.

A s winter rapidly approaches, 

our students tend to be inside 

much more.  In this era of using 

technology in the classroom, web-

quests have become very popular.   

What is a webquest you may ask.  

A webquest is an inquiry based 

project set in the web so students 

can answer questions using web-

based resources.  The students are 
given the tools to transform their 

learning into meaningful under-

standings and real-world  projects.  

They do not have to use a search 

engine to find information because 

almost all of the information is 

found on pre-selected websites.  
 

All webquests use the same format.  

They have an Introduction, a Task,  

Process, Evaluation, and           

Conclusion.  They are available for 

all subjects and in all grade levels.  

One thing to remember is that 

these are often written with a class-

room in mind which means that as 

home educators you might have to 

modify the assignments somewhat.  

Here is one procedure for finding a 

webquest in the subject you might 

want your student to research: 
1. Go to webquest.org and select 

òFind Webquests.ó 
2. Scroll down to QuestGarden    

Search. 
3. You can either use the Free Text 

search or the Curriculum X 

search.  In the Curriculum X 

search you can select a subject 

area and the grade you would like 

to search for.  This will pull up 

every webquest in that subject and 

grade level.   For example, there 
are 1750 webquests available in K-

2 Science with the newest ones at 

the beginning and the older ones 

on the last pages.  If you use the 

Free Text search you can then put 

in descriptors that are more de-

tailed such as Dinosaurs, Five 

Senses, Thanksgiving, etc. 
 

Another way to find webquests, is 

to Google the subject or grade you 

would like to select a.  One of the 

sites which came up is:  http://

eduscapes.com/sessions/travel/

k3webquests.htm.  This is a won-

derful site with many webquests on 

it and links to other places.  The 

sky is the limit on what is available 

out there.   
 

I also wanted to share some of the 

online resources that parents have 

shared with me in the last two 

years.

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Many of you have already begun 

using our great new online       

resource, Learn 360, to supplement 

your curriculum.  I hope you are 

finding this to be a valuable tool in 

enhancing your lessons. Here are 

some good ways to incorporate the 

resources in Learn 360 into your 

lesson plans: 
 

To introduce a concept : If you 

are beginning a new unit, itõs a good 

idea to give your students some 

background knowledge by watching 

a video on that topic.  For example, 

if your fourth grader is going to 

learn about the effect of the moonõs 

gravity on tides (science, standard 

4) they could watch a video clip 

entitled, How the Moon affects the 

Earth.  Watching the clip before 

reading the textbook can give the 

student a visual and auditory head 

start on understanding the concepts 

and vocabulary in the lesson. 
 

To reinforce a concept : Letõs say 

your tenth grader is having a      

difficult time understanding Hamlet. 

Theyõve read the book and listened 

to Mrs. Campbellõs weekly presen-

tation, but just need a little more 

reinforcement.  They can search on 

Learn 360 for video clips from 

Hamlet.  Sometimes watching   ac-

tors portray the characters helps fill 

in gaps of understanding. 
 

To enhance a presentation : If 

your child is creating a report or 

Powerpoint presentation, he or she 

can use pictures from Learn 360.  

When you are looking for pictures, 

type your topic in the search bar, 

then select òimagesó and you will 

get all of the image clips found on 

the site related to your topic.  

These images can be downloaded.  

The best thing of all is that Learn 

360 will help your child properly 

cite the   picture reference.  Once 

you click on the image, you can go 

to the citations tab and select either 

MLA, APA, or Chicago Manual of 

Style, for your      reference.  I-DEA 

uses the MLA format. 
To teach a concept in a       

different way :  Sometimes,          

especially in math, a  student just 

doesnõt ògetó a new  concept.  The 

teacher has     presented example 

after example, and the student is 

perplexed.  If this happens, search 

on Learn 360 for a video lesson on 

the concept.  I searched for      

multiplication of fractions and found 

10 video clips I could use.        

Sometimes just having the concept 

presented in a different way helps it 

click. 
 

To supplement your             

curriculum : Occasionally,        

curriculum is missing lessons    

pertaining to a particular standard.  

If that is the case, you can search 

Learn 360 by standard.  Often, 

along with a video, there are teach-

ing   resources which you can print 

and add to your lesson. 
I hope you will find this a valuable 

educational tool.  If you have not 

yet set up your family account, and 

need help with that, please donõt 

hesitate to call me.

Q - How can I better prepare my 

student for the upcoming IRI? 

A - If youõre using IDEA Top Pick curriculum, schooling everyday 

for the suggested amount of time, 

then youõre probably doing every-

thing you can to prepare your child 

for the upcoming IRI. But, if your 

child received a ò1ó or ò2ó on the 

last IRI, youôve probably been 

asked, or itõs been suggested, that 

your child participates in one of 

many ôExtended Readingõ programs. 
How can Extended Reading help? 

First you want to remember that 

ER (extended reading) does not 

take the place of your regular    

Language Arts instruction. Second, 

like most ôgoodõ things in life, if you 

donõt participate regularly, you 

might as well not participate at all. 

Whether your child is doing AIMS 

PM, RAZ-Kids fluency    website, or 

one of several other strategies 

offered, youõll want to make sure 

itõs done consistently. For instance, 
if youõre child needed work on his/

her fluency, then RAZ-kids is a 

simple, yet effective tool. But, in 

order for it to be useful, it should 

be used a minimum of three times a 

week, for no less than 15-20 min-

utes. Using it this way will ensure   

increased fluency. Using it once a 

week, is simply a waste of time and 

youõll see little, if any, increase in 

fluency. This is true for any reading 

strategy. 
Donõt forget your contact teacher 

will send out IRI test preps weeks 

before the actual test. Review these 

carefully. Contact your teacher if 

you have any questions about the 

items being tested.  Youõll also want 

to discuss the format of the test 

with your child. This is especially 

true for a kindergarten, or other 

child who is new to the public 

school system. Tell them a single 

teacher will be testing 

Q  ðWith state legislators talking 

about more financial cuts for    

K-12 education, what will I-DEA do 

with decreased funding?  
 

A  - I-DEA administration has 

anticipated further cuts by the 

state legislature for some time. We 

have already begun to look at ways 

to further reduce our costs- in    
addition to those that were made at 

the conclusion of last school year. 

Some areas that we will look to for 

further reductions are communica-

tion    expenses, staff travel, working 

with families to return items in a 

timely manner for reissue, office 

supplies, and reducing office rental 

costs. 
 

I would like to elaborate on a  cou-

ple of the items mentioned above. In 

February, the Post Falls Resource 

Center will be moving to a new   

location in Post Falls. The rate of 

leasing this new office will be       

significantly lower than our current 

Post Falls office and will represent a 

substantial savings over the next few 

years. 
 

Much as we did last year, we will ask 

families to promptly return their 

curriculum at the end of this school 

year. The prompt returns we got 

from families last year that allowed 

us to reissue materials in a timely 

manner. 
 

In an effort to reduce office supplies 

expenses, we are asking staff to use 

email as much as possible and mini-

mize mail outs and printed items to 

families. There are some things that 

we have to send via US Mail, but 

most of the things we need to send 

to families will be through email. We 

ask that you check your email daily 

so that you promptly receive these 

items. There has been a number of 

issues creep up when families do not 

frequently check their email. 
 

We appreciate all you have done to 
help I-DEA be a financially sustain-

able school. The financial cuts that 

are made for next school year will 

have an impact on I-DEA, but we will 

work to ensure that their impact on 

students is minimal. We are       

confident that despite the economic 

problems with school funding, that 

the strength of I-DEA is a committed 

staff, dedicated parents, and willing 

students.

Q -How do you measure your 

childõs growth through the 

year?  
 

A -I always love this type of 

question, and consider it   

carefully throughout our           

experience. At our house, my    

children are often motivated by 

seeing charts that reflect growth in 

measurable terms. For reading  

fluency, we chart words per minute, 

for instance. Itõs easy to see the 

progress over time, and so        

encouraging as we look back. The 

same idea can be applied to math 

minutes and so many other 

òschooló areas. Itõs equally        

important to look at our children as 

whole people, not just academic 

students. Have they set and attained 

goals in sports, such as joining a 

team, gaining endurance, etc? Have 

they learned a new skill, whether 

related to art, music, or other   

activity? And letõs not forget one of 

the greatest indicators of growth: a 

childõs gains in confidence. When I 

watch my children tentatively   

approach something, it is generally 

something new to them or a strug-

gle, but when I see them sit down 

and tackle something with         

confidence,  I can see that they 

really understand the idea.
