Course Description: 

French I                                 2 Semesters    2 credits       Grades 9-12 
Pre-requisite: C or better in English classes.  French I is a course based on the Level I World Language 
Idaho Content Standards. Primary Objectives are:  Beginning vocabulary and grammar for application in 
all four of the language skill areas:  writing, reading, speaking and understanding.  As students begin 
applying the new knowledge of the language, they must begin to manipulate the components of the 
language by forming simple statements and questions and issuing simple, polite commands. They should 
be able to understand the differences between formal and informal speech. They will create 
presentations and projects that exhibit a basic familiarity with history and traditional cultures in this 
language group. The course will be supplemented with the study of French speaking cultures.
